3. Update on the Battle of Coleford

The Clerk gave an update on the current progress on the Battle of Coleford.  The campsite logistics were discussed and confirmed including stewards, stalls, gazebos, portable toilets, waste collection, plastic bins, straw bales, disabled facilities, delivery of wood.

The Clerk confirmed that the stand pipe issues had been resolved.  The signage for car parking was in hand and would be positioned on Friday morning.
