1. Apologies were received from Cllrs Morgan & Kay  

2. There were no declarations of interest in items on the agenda 
3. To meet with Coleford United Football Club regarding the use of the King George V Recreation Ground. 

Coleford United Football Club failed to turn up. It was recommended that a stern letter be sent requesting that they attend a meeting next month. It was also recommended that a new contract be drawn up. 

4. To recommend any changes to and that Coleford Town Council grass cutting contract and town centre flower contract be put out for tender.  

It was recommended that the contract be changed to reflect the number of cuts which the current contractor actually does for the contract price.

The town centre flower contract to be amended to the hanging baskets be put out when the contractor feels appropriate from early May. Quotations to be advertised in November 

5. To recommend CTC response to the proposals regarding Coleford carparks 

It was recommended that the FoDDC re instate the disable carparking space in the Lords Hill carpark & question if the recycling bins are to be resited. It was also mentioned that the Railway Drive carpark was only resurface & remarked in the last 3 years. 

6. To reconsider the purchase of a gazebo
