2. There were no declarations of interest  
3. To have a debrief on the Coleford Summer Festival and make recommendation for next year. 

This item was deferred to next month so that Vicki & Amanda could be present. Everyone agreed that it had been a good idea but there were some areas which should be reviewed.
4. Update on the works necessary in the Clock Tower to enable it to be used by Coleford Country market and the British Legion 

The Clerk confirmed that the electric boxes had been boxed in. It was recommended that the Clock Tower could now be cleared and that Nick Adams would be asked to paint it. The Dancing thro the Dean stage would be returned to the container at KGV rubbish would be thrown and the Formpave blocks accommodated on the unused stairs. 
5. To discuss and make recommendations regarding the lack of facilities available to display local information from Royal Forest of Dean College/Leaflets and information for visitors to Coleford
