1. Cllr Merrikin was unanimously elected chair.
2. There were no apologies
3. There were no declarations of interest
4. Update on the Battle of Coleford
The Clerk gave an update on the current progress on the Battle of Coleford.

There had been challenges with the infrastructure SKB had originally agreed to supply water for the event but the water pressure coming from SKB was not strong enough.  The Clerk contacted the local MP who assisted in solving this problem, Severn Trent Water have agreed to supply the stand pipe free of charge and are donating free bottled water for this event.  Welsh Water agreed to donate 1,000 litres of water.
Portable toilets, including disabled toilets have been organised.

Preparing the fields and hedging for the event was in hand.

Road closure has been applied for.

Road signs were on order and positions agreed
Confirmation for the use of car parking facilities during the event has been received from SPP and Patterson’s.

The event will be advertised in the local papers including a feature which Viv Hargreaves had agreed to in The Forester.

Posters and flyers had been distributed by the Clerk and Deputy

The programme has been agreed with The Sealed Knot

Stalls holders were booked including 15 local traders

The grant application for £5,00.00 has been submitted to Tuffin’s.
The Clerk confirmed that PC Julie Evans was happy with the event plans

Recommendations:

· The Clerk to approach Highways to ask for the loan of parking cones to be placed in the High Nash/Rock Lane area

· The Clerk to write to residents in the area informing them of the event

· Town Councillors need to commit some of their time to the event
· It was agreed that rainy day insurance would be looked into closer to the event taking place.
5. Update on the skate park provision in the town.

The Mayor gave a report on a recent meeting she had with a local business man who had offered the use of his car park to provide skate board/BMX facilities for a trial period in the evenings and during the school holidays.
Cllr Drury suggested that the Council look into setting up a project run by a local organisation in the evenings and during holidays for youths with other interests.
Cllr Merrikin suggested that a youth council would be worth looking into setting up.

Recommendations:

· The Clerk to contact Monmouthshire County Council to enquire if they would temporarily rent their ramps to the Town Council
· The Clerk to look into insurance issues
· The Clerk to look into any grants available

· The Clerk to set up a meeting with Cllr Drury to look into setting up working groups for youth facilities
