1. Apologies were received from Cllr Allaway-Martin

2. There were no declarations of interest
3. Update on the head stone testing 

Cllr Howell reported that the head stone testing in Section H had now been completed.

It was reported that the headstones that failed the test had now been repaired.  One unsafe headstone had been now been laid flat due to no response from the person responsible for the grave.

Recommendations:

· Now that the rolling programme had commenced it was recommended that head stone testing begin in Section E next year

· Due to the laying flat of one headstone 2 metal pins were now exposed, the Committee recommended taping the area off to prevent injury occurring

· Recommend that any Councillor be trained to test the headstones after May 2011

4. To discuss location to create a small memorial garden near the entrance of the 

cemetery to commemorate the ‘lost’ graves in Coleford.  

Recommendations: 

· To place a stone in the top section of the cemetery near the entrance

· To gather estimates of costing for a stone and engraving for the memorial garden

5. Application to erect a memorial bench in memory of David John Sibley (Mrs Sibley)

Members discussed the request from Mrs Sibley.  Unfortunately the area suggested to place a memorial bench would be on top of unmarked graves 

Recommendation:

To write to Mrs Sibley suggesting other areas in the cemetery to place a memorial bench.
