· Ensuring that the rights, dignity and worth of every child and vulnerable adult is always respected 

· Ensuring that all incidents of suspicion, poor practice and allegations are taken seriously and responded to swiftly and appropriately
· Ensuring that all users of the facilities have a children and vulnerable adults protection policy in place 

· Ensuring that all users of the facilities available know how to contact the Council should they wish to make a complaint against a club, group or member

· Ensuring that all clubs and groups have an appropriate bullying policy. 
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
