2. Cllrs C Elsmore and E Elsmore declared an interest in agenda item 6 CAB grant 

application.
3.
To recommend the actions which should be taken to preserve Whitecliff phone box

The Clerk informed the meeting that the telephone box in Whitecliff had now been purchased by the Town Council for £1.00 and was also insured for £2,000.00

Mr Parker gave some background information on the Whitecliff Improvements Company.  They would like to keep and maintain the telephone box in its present position.  The telephone box would be secured and repainted.  The plan was to tidy up the area and make a replica of a nearby mile stone and position it by the box.  The area would be tidied up and weeds cleared away.  They would also be looking at the possibility of placing a bench there.
Mr Parker offered to draw up a draft contract between Coleford Town Council and Whitecliff Improvements Company

Recommendations:

That the telephone box remain the property of Coleford Town Council and be leased to Whitecliff Improvements Company for 5 years at a cost of £10.00 per year.

Mr Parker agreed to supply a draft contract between Coleford Town Council and Whitecliff Improvements Company to be approved by the full Council.

The Clerk agreed to chase BT as they had agreed to replace the broken glass and to also enquire about any history they have regarding the box

4. To recommend about the local government boundary review 

The Clerk gave a report on the recommendations regarding the local government boundary review.  There would be a reduction of 10 County Councillors countywide.
Recommendations:

Whilst the review did not have an impact in the Coleford area the Committee agreed that they would object to the reduction of County Councillors and requested that more information was needed regarding these cuts.
5. To make recommendations regarding supporting Pandemick

The Clerk reported on the additional information requested regarding supporting Pandemick.

Concerns were raised that there were no longer any tickets available.

Recommendations:
Support be granted to this request and a sum of £100.00 be ring fenced until the coach had been booked and would be granted on the condition that the band agree to play a gig free of charge for Coleford Town Council.  If agreed the event must be an alcohol free event and for under 18’s.
6. To make recommendations about the grants from 
Fair Shares - £2,000.00
The Clerk reported that the Fair Shares already had an office based in Newent and that an out reach worker would to allocated to cover Coleford.
Recommendation:  To decline this grant application until a base is set up and running in Coleford then resubmit grant application.

Music Industry Services Community Interest Company - £2,874.30
The Clerk gave a breakdown of cost regarding the MIS grant application.
Recommendation:  Whilst fully supporting this application it was felt that further information regarding other funding was requested.  

To invite Nick Penny to the next Finance & Office Committee meeting to give a brief update and presentation.

CAB – £5,000.00
The Clerk reported that the CAB were looking for continued financial support towards running costs for the Coleford office.

Recommendation:  Fully support the CAB but would like further information regarding funding from other Town and Parish Councils in the Forest.
Also a further breakdown of the footfall of 202 was requested by the Committee.
