The minutes of the meeting held on 8 December 2010 were approved

There were no declarations of interest

4.
Update from Highways regarding the salt/grit bins in the Coleford Parish including unadopted/adopted roads in the parish


DS confirmed that the 4 new grit/salt bins purchased by the Town Council were now filled and positioned in the areas agreed.


BW informed the meeting that there was enough salt ordered and in storage for the moment but stock pile is now controlled centrally.  There are approx. 1,600 bins in the forest alone

Update regarding the ‘Coleford’ sign in Newland Street


DS agreed to chase this request

6.
Update on the works in Newland Street car park (CE)


CE asked if the car parking spaces would be increased once the works were completed in Newland Street


BW informed the meeting that this was not his area but agreed to look into this and report back

7.
Report from County Highways

· Update – disabled parking.  The additional disabled car parking spaces is scheduled to be completed in March/April 2011

· Update – Victoria Road - yellow hatching.  The hatching at the top of Victoria Road would now be painted in advisory white markings and is scheduled to be completed in March/April 2011

· Update – Traffic Calming – Poolway Road.  BW confirmed that traffic speed movements would be taking place in the near future

· BW informed the meeting that he had received an unofficial request for one disabled bay marking in High Nash and asked if there were any objections by the Town Council.  If agreed the marking would be placed on the opposite site of the road approx. 100 yards from the fire station and would not block any residents’ driveways.  Members did not believe that there would be any objections by the Town Council but recommended that this would need to be clarified at full Council.

· BW gave details of a request he had recently received from a resident living in Albert Road for assistance with a problem of water getting into his property.  A request to insert a step at the property had been requested by Highways to Two Rivers Housing.

· BW reported the possibility of road resurfacing in Broadwell in March 2011.

The Capital Budget will be going to Cabinet in March 2011 and BW agreed to keep the Town Council informed of the decisions made.

· BW informed the meeting that the salt spreader was on order and would contact the Town Council once it had arrived and had been checked.  BW informed the meeting that they would supply the white salt needed for the spreader and stressed that the spreader could be used on the paths around the town centre but not to be used in the District Council car parks.

· Update – Gloucester Road sign - DS agreed to chase the replacement of the sign.

· DS informed the meeting that the works in Bank Street was in hand and would be completed once it can be tied in with another traffic order.
