1. Apologies were received from Councillor Kay, Councillor Phelps and Mr Brian Watkins.

The Minutes of the meeting held on 16 June 2010 were approved

3. There were no declarations of interest

4. Update – blocked drains in the Coleford Parish

Doug Smith reported that all the drains had been checked with a camera, cleared of debris and were now working

Cllr Howell reported that the 2 drains by the Eskimarket/Prosper Lane in Coalway were still full of dry debris 

Doug Smith agreed to make arrangements for the drainage team to clear these drains again and to look at the possibility of the system being upgraded as the drains are not capable of taking the water.

5. Update – increasing disabled car parking spaces in the town centre

Doug Smith reported that the management team were happy to provide additional car parking spaces in the town centre for disabled drivers, bearing in mind that there would be a loss of existing parking spaces for the general public.

It was agreed that additional disabled car parking spaces be provided within the town centre.

6. Update – large articulated trucks parking overnight at Crucible Close, Coleford 

It was agreed to pass this information onto the police

7. To discuss speeding vehicles on Victoria Road, Coleford

Doug Smith asked if further details from the police could be emailed onto Brian Watkins

8. To discuss the Traffic Road Order Woodgate Road, Coleford

Cllr Elsmore reported that the bus stop was not shown on the plans and requested that the double yellow lines be extended further along the Five Acres road.

Doug Smith agreed to check and look into this request

9. Update – relocation of slat/grit bins in the Coleford Parish

Cllr Elsmore reported that a comprehensive survey was nearly complete

It was agreed that once the survey was complete a meeting be arranged in September with the Highways Committee, Brian Watkins and Doug Smith 

10. Gloucestershire County Councils budget cuts for road safety and improvements

Doug Smith reported that Gloucestershire schemes will be delayed or cancelled.  Work due to start at Broadwell crossroads had now been cancelled.  Repairs to pot holes and drains should not be affected by the cuts.

11. Report from County Highways

· St John Street – following reports of parishioners tripping and falling badly on the traffic calming hump in St John Street Doug Smith reported that Highways could look into placing railings on both sides of the road to force pedestrians not to walk over the hump whilst crossing the road.  

Doug Smith informed the meeting that due to budget cuts these alterations may not be going ahead.  If this is the case it was agreed that Highways would look into improving the white markings on the road to prevent further accidents.
