Update regarding the ‘Coleford’ sign in Newland Street


DS confirmed that this sign was now in place

5.
To discuss the request from Mr B Jones to paint double yellow lines in Woodville Avenue


BW confirmed that he had contacted Mr Jones and arranged a meeting with him on Monday 18 April at 5pm

To discuss the traffic lights at Five Acres, Coleford


BW confirmed that there had been a problem with the automatic remote monitoring vehicle detector and that an engineer had dealt with the fault.

7. Report from County Highways

· Update re car parking in Newland Street, Coleford – once the drainage works were completed the car park by the Baptist church would be returned to the way it was prior to the works.  Car parking issues are not a Highways function.  It was agreed to write to the District Council asking if they would consider increasing the car parking spaces once the works were completed.

MW asked if Highways would look into repainting the yellow lines in Newland Street.

CE suggested that a letter be sent to the District Council asking them to repaint the white lines in the Lords Hill car park
· Update re white hatching at the top of Victoria Road – BW confirmed that the advisory white hatching would be completed in the near future.

· Update re Traffic Calming, Poolway Road, Coleford – BW confirmed that the speed measurements were now complete and although speeding had been recorded no further action would be taking place.

· Update re salt spreader – BW confirmed that they had a salt spreader in store and that a training session would be taking place later in the year.

· BW reported that there would be road resurfacing in Broadwell and Forest Road, Milkwall.

· CH asked if Prosper Lane, Coalway was in the system to be resurfaced.  DS informed the meeting that this road had been logged into the system and that the Drainage Team will be programming the work in regarding the drainage issues, once the drainage issues had been sorted Prosper Lane would be resurfaced.

· BW informed the meeting that patching would be carried out in Bell’s Place and surrounding side roads and would be microdressed the following year.  Queensway was scheduled for patching next year followed by microdressing the year after.

· BW confirmed that the Temporary Road Closure 3/22 Staunton to Cherry Orchard Farm would become officially permanently closed as from 21 April 2011
· BW informed the meeting that road works at Bigsweir would be completed early May 2011
· MW expressed his concerns regarding youths throwing bricks off the bridge in Newland Street onto passing cars.  It was agreed that as this bridge was the responsibility of the District Council a letter would be sent informing them of the situation.  PCSO Evans agreed to look into this and report back.
· DS informed the meeting that the telephone manhole cover in Lords Hill has been marked up ready to be rectified.
