Apologies were received from Cllr Atherley, Cllr Weston and Mr Brian Watkins.

2.
The Minutes of the meeting held on 11 August 2010 were approved.
3.
There were no declarations of interest.

4.
Update from Highways regarding the relocation of salt/grit bins in the Coleford Parish


DS reported that no salt/grit bins could be relocated from the Forest of Dean District Council car park or Cannop Hill, the District Council own the bins in the car park and the bins along Cannop Hill are dug into the ground.  


DS agreed to look into relocating some of the bins that are clustered within the parish and report back.


DS agreed to contact Cllr Phelps in the near future to make arrangements to store some salt/grit bags in Newland Street.

5.
To discuss the removal of traffic calming in Gloucester Road, Coleford (CE)


CE reported that he had been approached by a parishioner asking for the chicane to be removed from Gloucester Road to provide extra car parking spaces for residents.


Mr Salamon, a resident from Gloucester Road, told the committee that the removal of the chicane would cause problems with traffic, the present system worked well.  

It was reported that residents of The Lamb were using Gloucester Road to park their vehicles in.


DS reported that he wouldn’t look favourably at removing the chicane.


Cllr Howell suggested the possibility of painting priority arrows on the road.


PC Evans said that the chicane slowed down traffic and she would not like to see it removed. 


Recommendation:  That the chicane not be removed.  DS agreed to look into marking the road and report back.
6.
To discuss the level of satisfaction with the current Parking Enforcement Service in the town centre


The District Council had asked for feedback on this service.


Recommendation: That this item be deferred to full Council for input from all Councillors


7. To discuss the replacement of the direction sign on Gloucester Road, Coleford (Mr & Mrs Wilber)

Mr & Mrs Wilber had previously called into the office to ask whether a direction sign removed from a post in Gloucester Road following recent replacement of the post be replaced.


Recommendation:  DS agreed to look into replacing the direction sign and report back.
8.
To discuss the possibility of erecting a sign on Scowles Road to encourage vehicles to reduce their speed (email from Mrs Lees)


Recommendation:  PC Evans reported that she would ask a PCSO to monitor the speed on Scowles Road and invite Mrs Lees to join them.
9.
To discuss the Temporary Road Closure 3/22 Staunton to Cherry Orchard Farm (CE)


DS reported that the cost to repair the Staunton to Redbrook road was too high was likely to be closed permanently.

10. Report from County Highways

· Victoria Road – DS reported that a request had been received from the District Council to make the area at the top of Victoria Road a turning place only so that the Biffa lorries could turn their vehicles easier.  Highways were looking into placing yellow hatching in this area.  DS agreed to keep the Committee updated regarding this request

· St Johns Street hump – DS reported that Highways were looking into painting more warning lines on the hump

· Additional disabled car parking spaces in town centre – DS reported that once the spaces had been confirmed he would report back to the Committee for their approval

· Blocked drains – DS reported that the drains by the Eskimarket in Coalway were going to be looked at again in the next few days

· Snow Plough Operators – DS reported that he would be contacting the names put forward soon
