Councillor Kay was elected as Chair of the Committee

2.
Apologies were received from Mr Doug Smith, GCC, Highways

3.
The Minutes of the meeting of 13 April 2011 were approved, the notes from the meeting held on 15 June 2011 were noted

4.
There were no declarations of interest.

5.
To ask what actions are taken by Highways when contractors over run

CE expressed his concern regarding the overrunning of works recently carried out at the traffic lights at Five Acres which caused problems for motorists especially buses.

BW explained that there was a request for an extension to these works and that they can put a penalty on contractors for late finishing of works.  He agreed to report  this information to the Street Works Manager but doubted whether any charges would be made.

6.
To report car sales on Bakers Hill, Coleford

CE reported that car sales were being carried out on Bakers Hill with prices and mobile numbers displayed.

BW reported that Highways normally ring the mobile numbers displayed and ask for vehicles to be removed.

PCSO Pete Timmins informed the meeting that Street Wardens can put notices on reported cars.

It was agreed that any future car sales on council ground be reported to the Street Wardens and Highways.

7.
To discuss the drains incl. Gloucester Road and Eskimarket/Prosper Lane, Coalway

BW reported that the Eskimarket/Prosper Lane, Coalway drain was at the top of the list for this year.  A meeting between BW and the Drainage Team had been arranged for next week and he would have further information following that meeting.


BW agreed to make arrangements for the Drainage Team to go and have a look at the blocked drain in Gloucester Road.

8.
To discuss the traffic lights by Lords Hill car park incl. an explanation of traffic investigation

CE reported that as part of the Persimmon/Bloor Homes Angel Farm planning application Highways would be making improvements to the traffic lights.  

CE enquired with the possibility of the Tesco’s planning application being granted would these works be now rolled into one traffic improvement and not 2?

BW reported that this was the first he had heard regarding the Tesco’s planning application.  He informed the meeting that Bloor Homes had commissioned a contractor to upgrade and refurbish the traffic lights which GCC will be paying for.

BW agreed to look into this and report back to the Town Council.

9.
To discuss the winter maintenance incl. the grit bin in Clover Close/Primrose Drive, Milkwall Estate


CE explained that a resident of Milkwall Estate had purchased and placed a grit bin in the estate.  Now that it had been confirmed that this road is an adopted road would Highways make arrangements for the bin to be regularly filled during the winter months?


BW made a note of the position of this bin and informed the meeting that there was no reason why this bin shouldn’t be filled on a regular basis.  


BW reported that the winter season would be starting on 1 October and will be confirming the delivery of grit bags and the salt spreader in the near future.  He also reported that there is a good stock of grit stored for this winter.

10.
Report from County Highways

· BW confirmed that the double yellow lines in Woodville Avenue was in the system to be completed in the near future

· BW reported that there will be speed checks carried out at The Pike crossroads in the near future

· BW informed the meeting that the marking of the additional disabled bays in Coleford would be marked next week also the white advisory hatching at the top of Victoria Road

· BW reported that the complaints he had received regarding the condition of the footpath in Bell’s Place had been looked at and footpath was not considered to be a trip hazard but interim inspections will be carried out

· PCSO Timmins reported that the stone throwing from Newland Street bridge had now been dealt with
