Apologies were received from Cllr Elsmore 
2. No declarations of interest were made.

Cllr Phelps agreed to Chair this Committee meeting in the absence of Cllr Elsmore.

Cllr Phelps welcomed the new Stakeholder Manager to the meeting 

3. To discuss and make recommendations regarding the traffic calming hump in St John Street (Lloyds TSB and The White Hart).  3 reports of parishioners tripping over the hump

Cllr Weston expressed concern that several parishioners had tripped over the hump in St John Street and asked Highways if they would consider making crossing in this area safer?

DS reported that a safety audit of this area would be taking place and the recommendation from Highways would be to insert railings, similar to the railings around the Clock Tower area, to stop people crossing in this area.

4.
To discuss and make recommendations regarding the drains etc at the Eskimarket Junction (Coalway Road/South Road/Prosper Lane) recently covered by 4-6" of water following a heavy rain shower

DS reported that the drains had been cleared, the main problem being continuous rubbish blocking the drain.  When funding is available Highways will look into re-shaping the road.


DS informed the meeting that in the event of future pooling of water if reported to Highways the drains will be cleared out so the rain water can run through. 

5.
To discuss the potholes within the Coleford parish


Cllr Kay reported his disappointment in the general state of the roads in Gloucestershire, particularly as soon as you drive into the Forest of Dean

DS reported that there are two categories for pot holes repairs Category 1 will be repaired within 24hrs and Category 2 will be repaired within 28 days.  

BW informed the meeting that up until 6 April only emergency pot holes were being attended to, all pot holes after this date will be attended to within reasonable time.

To discuss and make observations regarding the proposed waiting restrictions – Woodgate Road, Mile End, Coleford


Recommendation: No objection to the introduction to double yellow lines either side of the entrance to a new development.  The lines are to ensure that maximum visibility is achieved at this location by removing on street parking

Report from County Highways
BW reported that following a site meeting to discuss the relaxation of waiting restrictions in Newland Street to provide additional car parking spaces was considered and rejected due to the limited width in this location.
Concern was expressed regarding the lack of car parking spaces in the town particularly in Newland Street and especially with 5 more flats being built on the old public conveniences site.
BW informed the meeting that Highways were not informed of any new planning applications if less than 5 dwellings.

Recommendation:  To write to the District Council to ask if they would consider expanding the car parking bay in Newland Street from 3 to 4 spaces
BW reported that the yellow hatching on the exit road from Lords Hill car park had now been completed.
BW reported that Highways had received a complaint regarding the bad condition of the footpaths by Bells Place, a hard copy of this letter has been posted out to the Town Council
Recommendation:  Once copy of letter is received write to Gloucestershire County Council
