Apologies were received from Cllr Weston

2.
The Minutes of the meeting held on 13 October 2010 were approved.

There were no declarations of interest.

4. Update from Highways regarding the relocation of salt/grit bins in the Coleford Parish


Cllr Phelps reported that the Town Council had agreed to purchase 4 grit bins


It was agreed to place the 4 new bins in the following locations:

· Bowens Hill Road, left of the school gates

· Speedwell, Mile End

· Baynhams Walk, Broadwell

· Woodville Avenue, Mile End, at the bottom of the road by Cherry Tree Lane

DS said that there are 8 bags of grit at Cannop for the Council to collect and store in the Clock Tower but stressed that this grit was specifically for highways use only.

5. National Association of Local Councils – Legal Briefing – Responsibilities for Clearing Snow and Ice on Highways.

Cllr Howell asked who was legally responsible for clearing the pavements?

DS explained that Highways were not legally responsible for clearing pavements.  They were also not responsible for gritting unadopted roads.

BW reported that Highways were only committed to gritting primary and secondary routes.

It was agreed that the Town Council would look into purchasing a footpath salt spreader.

6. Update – large articulated trucks parking overnight at Crucible Close, Coleford.

Cllr Phelps reported that an email had been received from the police stating that they were aware of this situation and were patrolling the area.

7. To discuss concerns regarding parishioners using the pedestrian crossing by Shirley’s Den

DS reported that the white markings would be repainted once the weather had improved.

8. To discuss the level of satisfaction with the current Parking Enforcement Service in the town centre

It was reported that it appeared that the Enforcement Officers had stopped issuing tickets on the Clock Tower area.  Clarification of this was requested.

Cllr Howell asked if Highways would look into changing the single yellow lining on Bank Street to double yellow lines.

DS agreed to look into this.

9. Report from County Highways:

· Update – disabled parking.  It was agreed that the location of an additional advisory 

disabled parking space would be in St John Street in the bay in front of Wyedean 

Housing.

· Update - Victoria Road – yellow hatching.  BW reported that the intention is to go ahead with the hatching.  The hatching will cover approx. 4 metre wide strip

· Update - DS reported that the chicane in Gloucester Road would not be removed.

· BW reported that there had been a request for traffic calming from Broadwell down to the bottom of the road by Poolway Road.  BW said that this was unlikely to happen due to lack of funding.

· DS reported that Welsh Water will be doing trials in Newland Street next week, work would commence in February 2011 and road would be closed for 5 weeks.

· Update - blocked drains by the Eskimarket, Coalway - DS reported that the Asset Team were looking into upgrading the system. 

· Update – DS reported that the replacement of the sign in Gloucester Road was in hand.
