Walnut Close, Coalway
Members noted that the grassed area had play equipment belonging to residents on it and agreed that as the play equipment did not belong to the Town Council they would happy for the equipment to remain the responsibility of the residents of Walnut Close.
Primrose Drive, Milkwall

Members agreed with the recommendations from the Amenities Committee minutes held in July regarding Milkwall Estate play area.
It was hoped that the artificial turf would be laid within the next 4-6 weeks.  It was agreed that any surplus turf would be donated to local schools in the parish.
It was agreed that the gate leading out to Forest Road needed replacing it was suggested that the Town Council supply the wood needed and Gloucestershire Youth Offending Services carry out the works.

Sylvan Close, Fairways

It was agreed that the gate leading onto Old Station Way needed a spring mechanism to prevent the gate from being left open.

Copley Drive, Fairways

Concern was raised regarding residents parking on the grassed area.
KGV, Victoria Road (via town centre) 

Members noted the excellent work recently completed in the changing room by the football club.  The away changing room and referees room still needed some work attending to.  It was suggested that if the Town Council paid up to £200.00 for the materials needed the football club would be happy carrying out the refurbishments.  
Cemetery, Victoria Road 
It was reported that the recycling was not rotting quick enough, it was agreed to apply some accelerant to speed up the process and to look at creating a compost area within the Natural Burial Ground.

It was suggested to approach Gloucestershire Youth Offending Services to ask if they would be interested in attending to some smaller jobs in cemetery i.e. raking the dead grass away.

It was noted that the Natural Burial Ground entrance was in a poor state, the pathway is in need of clearing of weeds. It was suggested that the shed be painted green, and a rambling rose be planted to grow over the archway.

It was agreed to seek advise from Gloucestershire Wild Flower Trust on maintaining the wild meadow in the Natural Burial Ground.  
A Burial Committee meeting will be arranged in September to discuss the condition of the Natural Burial Ground.
