Cllr Kay noted that the recycling bins had still not been relocated from the main car park as promised by the District Council.  This was continuing to take up valuable parking space in the town centre.  It was agreed that the Council would write again to the District Council to try to get this resolved as soon as possible.
48.  POLICE REPORT

PCSO Mansfield said that after a number of warnings tougher action was now being taken against dangerous cyclists.  Today a cyclist riding on the pavement had been stopped and was given a £30 fixed penalty fine and an anti-social behaviour order had been issued.
PCSO Mansfield said the police were concerned about a recent spate of inhalant abuse by young people using gas canisters designed for coffee machines.  Steps were being taken to trace the source of supply.

Cllr Howell said he had recently witnessed a motorcyclist towing skateboarders behind his bike in the Main Place car park.  Cllr Allaway-Martin said she had seen a pair of young men walking around the Newland Street area and who appeared to be acting suspiciously.  PCSO asked Councillors if they could submit formal reports of these incidents to the police.
PCSO Mansfield said that she had recently had a report of cars being driven three abreast along Victoria Road.  It was agreed that the Council would take this up at the next Highways Committee meeting in August.
