Councillors noted that the playing field was in very good condition.

The Clerk reported that minor repairs had been carried out to replace tiles on the Pavilion in addition £700 had been spent on the shower facilities.  Repairs to the heating boiler had been covered by insurance.

The archers requested permission to house a second container on the playing field.  This would help towards staging county and perhaps national championships on the playing field.  Councillors agreed to put the request to the full Council.

Councillors moved on to the cemetery at 6.30pm.

At the cemetery the Clerk said that the new information point near the entrance gate was proving to be very successful.  Damage to a hedge had been repaired.  There had been a slight weed problem in the memorial garden area but this had now been resolved and weeding was being done on a monthly basis.  A tree survey had been carried out and no problems found.

The Clerk said that a plaque for the Trafalgar Tree was being arranged.

There had been some problems with barbed wire on the boundary with St. John’s School but this had now been removed.

The Clerk said that topple testing of headstones had begun and so far four had been found to be unsafe.  Three of these had already been made safe once more.

The Clerk said that grass on the Natural Burial Ground would be cut during the next two weeks.  The Mayor suggested holding a promotional event of the Natural Burial Ground in order to raise public awareness.

The inspection ended at 6.55pm and Councillors returned to the Council Offices.
