4. To make comment on the traffic calming measures for Hampshire Gardens 


Bloor Homes & Traffic Consultants refused to attend. 

The clerk explained that Bloor Ho0mes after much contact had written to the Town Council explaining the revised traffic claming measures council and saying it was inappropriate to attend this meeting 

Councils raised concern that the traffic calming measures in Hampshire Gardens were not ;inked to the alteration of the entrance of the road from Cinderhill. There was concern that these alterations would negatively impact on the proposed traffic claming particularly as two business operated at this end of Hampshire gardens both attracting considerable traffic flow. 

Councillors felt that the speed humps were too near residents access/ egress from their properties and were not sufficient to overcome the difficulties of the blind bend.

Decision 

That concerns should be raised with GCC Highways who are to carry out a road safety audit on the proposals. Bloor homes to be copied into this correspondence

Bloor Homes should be asked in the need for complete transparency to divulge the outcome of the public consultation and explain on what grounds the amendments were decided.
