5. 
2 Rivers Housing explained that Cornish construction properties did not meet Government decent housing standards and therefore had to be replaced or refurbished. In South Road 8 properties will be demolished and replaced with 8 – 3bedroomed properties and 4 – 2 bedroomed properties. Buchanan Avenue 8 houses will be demolished and replaced with 8 – 3 bedroomed and 2 – 2 bedroomed properties. The existing homes have extensive gardens and it is the reallocation of the land which is allowing the additional 6 homes. The gardens will still be a large size for modern homes. It was hoped that work would commence in the New Year but they were aware of the problems with drainage and knew that this may cause delay 

Cllrs raised concerns about the lack of play facilities on the site and asked if this could be rectified and a play area provided. This would be passed on to the community liaison officer.

Concerns about possible increase in rents. It was confirmed that tenants returning to same size properties would have their rents protected and new tenants would be set rents according to government standards. I was also stated that tenants were given as much flexibility as possible about housing either moving to a new area, changing the size of property etc. all tenants involved will be given temporary accommodation if required a £4700 lump sum payment and all their removal costs will be met. 

The Council stressed there concern over the drainage issue.

2 Rivers agreed to send more detailed plans and designs for the properties which could be displayed in the Council chamber 

6. To agree to the request from Mr Nash for access into Copley Drive from the band ground.(attached email)
It was recommended that this is referred to Full Council but a consultation with the occupants of Copley drive be conducted.
