6. To make recommendations regarding the emergency planning

Recommendation: The Clerk agreed to complete a detailed emergency plan and would take the information to the next Emergency Planning meeting at the District Council

Question for Chief Constable Tony Mellville
1. Can the Chief Constable explain the plans which are already in motion to reorganise the Forest of Dean policing area into 1 Division: what impact will this have on the numbers of police allocated to the Forest: what are the time scales and how will he ensure that there is adequate police coverage over such a wide sparse area. 

2. Can the Chief Constable guarantee that the number of PCSOs in the Forest will be maintained, that PCSOs will not be redeployed to other areas of the county and that vacancies will be filled to ensure that numbers are maintained at the present level. 

3. Can the Chief Constable explain why the CCTV service to the four towns in the Forest of Dean is being threatened and how the police view the Forest of Dean District Council’s decision to remove funding after they have paid many thousands of pounds to upgrade the system?

4. Can the Chief Constable give assurance that the police stations in the Forest of Dean will be open to the public at least on a part time basis and that those opening times will be widely publicised.

5. Can the Chief Constable guarantee that County Council funded police officers will have secure employment even if the council funding is discontinued. 
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
