This meeting was not quorate but notes were taken 

1. Apologies from Cllrs Atherley & Merrikin were received  

2. Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in item 3  
3. To recommendations on the comments that the council should give to the FoDDC regarding the proposals regarding waste disposal.

There was great concern raised about the proposed waste collection service

· the level of consultation was minimal only 3500 properties were contacted less than 10% and only 1102 responses this being 1.34% of the electorate. This is too small a sample to make such a major change

· the domestic collection rounds will take twice as long therefore twice as many vehicles will be used

· the new scheme means that there are 5 collections every 2 weeks as opposed to only 4 at present. 

· it is therefore difficult to assess the cost benefit 

· most winters there is a period of bad weather which makes a high percentage of the district inaccessible. the new system will result in no collections for up to 5 weeks which will pose a health hazard with the food waste collection  

· the document raises a present health & safety issue with the collection of black bags and promotes that the new system will solve this however there will continue to be bag collection for houses unable to accommodate wheelie bins and over the Xmas period 

· those officers will be assessing the eligibility of properties for a wheelie bin. the criteria for these assessments are not listed

Questions 

· why cannot cardboard be collected with garden waste when its aids composting 

· why is glass sorted by colour in recycling bins but not during household collection 

· why had the FoDDC chosen not to apply for the grant to ensure weekly collections 

Actions  

· raised at the next 3 mayors meeting 

· Ask FoDDC for a breakdown of savings in light of the above 

· could be the subject of a new petition calling for a debate to apply for the new funding to ensure weekly collection  

· enlist the support of Mark Harper MP 

4. Request from a parishioner for a dog fouling sign in Mile End 

Clerk to investigate the wording on the signage and to discover the cost if possible of producing a sign or buying from the FoDDC.
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
