2. Cllrs Elsmore declared a personal interest in item 4  
3. To discuss the emergency services in the Forest of Dean 

Police - Cllrs reported that it would appear from the police notice board that only 2 officers are allocated to the Coleford police station with 4 PCSOs.

Recommendation 

The council should seek verification of how many officers are on duty on each shift. 

If this number is lower than any other area in the county. If PC Julie Evans’ job is secure considering she is a GCC funded post.

Fire & Rescue – Cllrs reported that the specialist appliance for building & trench collapse is being withdrawn from the Stroud base. This vehicle covers the forest area. which means that should such a vehicle be required it would have to be called from another brigade It was reported that the vehicle has been needed in the Coleford area on several occasions in the recent past. 

Recommendation 

The Council expresses its great concern to the Fire & Rescue Service at removal of any appliance in Gloucestershire. 

Ambulance – Cllrs reported that ambulances can be delayed for many hours at local hospitals as ambulance crews are not allowed to leave their patients until they have been admitted into the hospital. This results in patients waiting several hours on ambulance trolleys in A&E. 

Recommendation
The Council to write to the ambulance service to enquire how often this occurs and on average how long a crew is delayed at hospitals.
