· Advertising – it was agreed that the promotion of this event is very important and road sign advertising is essential along with press, radio and television coverage.  It was agreed that a leaflet needed to be produced and distributed at the Carnival of Transport
· Road closure – a normal street closure notice would need to be applied for.
· Policing – due to a change in the regulations there will be no police presence at this event
· Entertainment – it was agreed that entertainment be removed
· Income – this would come from entry fees, stalls fees and grants.  It was stressed that this was not a profit making event.

It was agreed that a charge of £3pp be made and under 10’s would gain entry free but must be accompanied by an adult

· Litter – it was agreed to approach Mark Evans to ask if the Army Cadets would like to assist with this event

· Insurance – The Town Council and The Sealed Knot both have insurance cover for this event
