1. Apologies of absence received from Cllr. M Cox
2. Cllr. Penny declared a potential pecuniary interest in Item 17, and Cllr. S Cox declared a Personal Interest in Item 8, as a Committee Member of CWW.
3. There were no new dispensations received, and the Town Clerk reminded Committee of Cllr. Nick Penny’s pre-registered Dispensation re: Events.

4. Cllr. Kyne welcomed members of the public, and Debbie Sturgess, Chair of CWW, made a statement regarding the work undertaken by CWW so far, and also wanting to improve working relationship with Coleford Walking Festival organisers, expressing disappointment that this not been established, and hoped for more active involvement in their activities.  This statement to be forwarded to Town Clerk, as requested.

Debbie also stated that it had been confusing in respect of seeking dialogue, with key people, what capacity they were engaging, as their emails weren’t clear; suggesting that CTC considered standard Councillor specific email accounts, so that it was clearer, which was noted

Cllr. Kyne thanked Debbie for her statement, and stated that he wanted to see walking activities promoted, and organisations working more together for the enhancement of walking, which was meant to fun.  In an attempt to encourage, and improve understanding/ dialogue, Cllr. Kyne stated that it wasn’t directly for the Town Council, or this forum but, in an attempt to be helpful, offered a meeting for both organisations that he would facilitate, if that was thought helpful, which Debbie was appreciative of.

Town Clerk reported late arrival of Report, received that afternoon (no fault of TIC Coordinator, and due to IT problems), and it was distributed, hard copy, for Councillors to read, consider, and seek further clarification, or ask questions accordingly.  TIC Coordinator available to attend next month’s Committee meeting, if necessary.

Cllr. Penny updated, stating that a meeting had been scheduled with UWE, Skills Zone, FVAF, and CTC members, to discuss further, and progress. 
9. To receive update on UK Shared Prosperity Fund (SPF), and make recommendations, as necessary
Cllr. Penny updated, and Town Clerk further drew attention to Agreement, to be progress through this Committee for signing at Full Council.

Private property, and ongoing considerations.

Town Clerk reported on Alistair Chapman replacement: Nick Murry, and will arrange a meeting to discuss Cycleways, Active Travel, and other matters within his remit.

11. To consider consultation letter re: TRO scheme - Forest of Dean, also taking account of Street Licensing matters, and to make recommendations, as necessary
Cllr. Penny summarised, and it was proposed, and unanimously agreed for this Item to be taken forward by CTC Highways &* Public Safety Committee next week, in consultation with GCC Highways, who will be present, and to encourage GCC Cllr. Allaway-Martin involvement, and attendance
12. To receive update re: Markets, and to make recommendations, as necessary 

Cllr. Penny summarised, and Town Clerk further, following meeting with Market stakeholders meeting.
Key issue the use of Market Stalls, and Faddle Fair having ‘piloted’ Gazebos; and for Town Clerk to seek comments from Faddle Fair organisers, to further inform decision whether to purchase stalls, and to then further discuss logistics, management of market events, etc.

Also further clarity required re: St. John’s Trader’s Organisation, its status, and what funds it holds
13. To receive updates from FoDDC Regeneration Manager, and make recommendations, as necessary 

No further updates received, other that UKSPF, and Cllr. Penny further updated on CTC position re: Bid writer services, to progress.

14. To make recommendation Re: Coronation events
Cllr. Penny summarised the overview of protocols re: Coronation Weekend, and it was proposed, and unanimously agreed for a working Group to meet, to bring a Summary Framework proposal to January 23 Full Council.   Cllrs. Penny, Kyne and Drury to take forward urgently. 

15. To make recommendation Re: Battle of Coleford event - 18th February

Cllr. Penny summarised, and Town Clerk further confirmed that he had had contact with Ian Blyth, organiser.  After further discussion it was recommended that:

A buffet reception is arranged on that weekend, at the Main Place, to further commemorate the event, and for CTC Councillors, and GCC, and FoDDC, officials to be invited.

16. To make recommendation Re: St Georges' Day Parade on 23rd April 2023
Cllr. Penny summarised, and stated that he had been in contact with uniformed organisations and, after further discussion, it was recommended that:

Cllr. S Cox summarised, and Cllr. Penny summarised in respect of short, Medium, Long term plans, with the profile of young people being raised, with feedback that they were sensing that, inc. provision of St. John Ambulance facility, as a sign of commitment from this council, working in partnership with FVAF, and other stakeholders.

Cllr. Penny summarised, and recognition of the end of this Council’s 5 year term, with a lot of progress made, and elections now on the horizon, Mid-May 23.
