I write on behalf of Coleford Town Council Planning Committee to register strong objection to this application on the following grounds 

1. The plans are inaccurate. A first floor bedroom is shown on a flat roof when no upper floor  
extension is part of the application 

2. The increased traffic in the adjacent lane will cause problems at the traffic lights. It is 
astounding the Highways report suggest that this will not be the case when application 
P1212/15/OUT was lost on appeal due to increased traffic movements 

3. Very concern that substantial works have commenced without planning permission being 
granted 

4. No mention is made of the culvert which alongside the property and is known to be the cause 
of flooding in the town centre 

5. This is a site of great archaeological importance to the area
