5. To raise matters from the minutes of 12 May 2026
Page 1, item 5: 
Bus stop on Lambsquay Road: an update was provided by the assistant clerk. A positive email received from Jonathan Roberts (J Roberts)(Gloucestershire County Council (GCC) Transport Infrastructure Officer) was read aloud, stating the want to investigate further.
Members agreed to arrange a site visit with J Roberts. It was also agreed to invite P Nash and J Wintle to the site visit, on a consultation basis only. 
Site visit to be arranged from the 15th of June onwards. 

Lambsquay Road pedestrian concerns: it was updated that the office had shared the minutes of the 28th of April and letter from CTC to GCC Highways re. pedestrian concerns, to P Nash. A further email on this issue had been received from P. Nash of which it was agreed to invite her to the above site meeting with J Roberts. 

Primrose Drive: An update was provided on an email received from FoDDC Address Management re. ‘No through road’ signage. It stated they did not believe signage would stop delivery vans from having to enter and turn down the road in question. It also stated, if we were to obtain more evidence, they would look into this again. 
For the response to be shared with GCC Highways N Choat. 
For the office to respond to FoDDC with the following: as and when new estates are currently being assigned road names, would you consider incorporating 'No Through Road' onto the name plate as standard, where applicable? 
For the office to check if Ellwood Road is one road with one name.
 
Tree planting: for the office to write to Severn Trent to enquire the below questions relating to the area between Mile End pumping station and the Forest Hills area on Mile End Road. 
1. What works were carried out in this location and during what period?
2. What is the current status of the pumping station following those works?
3. Whether the works have any implications for other water pumps serving the town of Coleford?

Page 2: Mile End VAS Camera now in position. For FES to check the battery rate of the VAS cameras.
